STRENGTHS: 30 mg/cc Vanilla flavored liquid:
10cc, 15cc, and 30cc bottles

ROUTE OF ADMINISTRATION: ORAL,
SEE LABEL FOR INSTRUCTIONS

ACTION OF MEDICATION: Ghrelin-Receptor Agonist. Uses hormonal signals to create the
sensation of hunger so as to increase appetite.

SIDE EFFECTS ARE NOT COMMON WITH THIS MEDICATION.

MOST COMMON SIDE EFFECTS: Diarrhea, increased thirst, vomiting, drooling.

SERIOUS SIDE EFFECTS REPORTED: None but vomiting and diarrhea, when seen, have potential
to complicate the patient's underlying disease.

STORAGE: Keep away from light. Store at room temperature.

IF YOU MISS A DOSE: Do not double up on the next dose. Do your best to give this medication
daily even if the patient's appetite improves.
